Therefore, pleage
allow me to reiterate a few points brought up at th
last meeting for the benefit of those who were not
present. Show times are stressful in and of
themselves, but we can make them easier for
ourselves by sticking to these simple things.
Whenever we host visitors:

1. Let’s make sure the track and locomotive
wheels are clean, and that performance is
reliable. It's frustrating and embarrassing
when stuff does not run as it should.

2. Schedule staggered lunch breaks. There is|ho
reason why everyone should drop throttles
and go to lunch at the same time when we
have streams of people coming through the
Museum.

3. We need to maintain at least one club mem@er
in each room while the public is visiting for
safety, security, and hospitality.

4. Too much work is being done by the same
few people.
